Steel Cup Hooks





Because of injuries caused by steel cup hooks used as means of fixing goal nets on goal posts and cross bars, an amendment was made to 1995 European Standard (EN748; 1995, now BS EN 748: 1996 with amendments Nos 1 & 2, November 1998)


which sets out important guidance for clubs. Section 4.5 (Net Fittings) states: 


“Nets fittings shall be designed in such a way that the players cannot be hurt. The requirement is fulfilled if, e.g. openings do not exceed 5mm. Steel cup hooks shall not be used. If spring hooks are used as a means of fixation or for the end of a rope they shall have screw caps”. It is recommended that, with this British Standard in mind, goals should not have metal hook type fastenings, cup hooks, nails ect., to fix the net to the posts or cross bar.

Referees Association of Wales Advice





Committee were of the opinion that a Referee was leaving himself wide open to litigation if he/she allowed a game to be played where steel net hooks were fitted to the goals, especially if a player subsequently sustained an injury caused by a steel net-hook.





Unless comprehensive protective action was taken by the Home club to make them safe, to the satisfaction of the appointed Referee, the Committee strongly advice all members, not to allow a game to be played.





I have place this in the newsletter for advise for new referees who may not be 


aware of this. As those of you with the Gwent County F.A. League handbook will see on page 24 Rule 7. 


The Gwent C.F.A was the first in Wales to take action on cup hooks.

It looks like the use of any steel cup hooks will soon be banned whatever the size of the opening. Because Junior and youth players are still being injured even when the opening do not exceed 5mm.
