Peter Aston the Gwent County F.A. Disciplinary Secretary asked me to


remind referees of the following- 





ALL alleged assault, must be notified on the day the alleged offence took place. Followed by a letter, not sent in on a DC1/DC2 Form. (this is to enable Disciplinary procedures to be put into motion).





Remember a well written report will cause you, myself and the Disciplinary panel less problems.


All clubs must hand you a team sheet 15 minutes before kick off, if this is not done, report the offending club to the appropriate League, within TWO 


DAYS.


Please make sure before you leave the ground that you have the Clubs 


Secretaries name and address, do not rely on handbooks, we are all aware that some Clubs change Secretaries after the League have issued handbooks.





Commonsense(is a wonderful thing if we all use it).


League:- Full name of League, not just cup round.


Caution/Sending Off:- Separate forms DC1. caution. DC2 sending off.


Licence Number:- Must be included on the forms by the Referee.


Name of Player:- Full first name and surname not initials. PLEASE NOTE.





Offence:- as defined in the laws of the game.


Incident:- details as brief as possible.


Time of offence:- in minutes not the time of the day.


Name and Address of Club Secretary:- I have detailed above.





All forms must be submitted by first class post, within two days of the game this is more important than ever with the new disciplinary procedures as detailed by the Football Association of Wales.





Remember to put enough postage on the envelope,(Do not use oversize 


Envelopes as the Post Office weigh these for deficient postage).





No Telephone calls on Sundays.(only in emergencies will be accepted)
